5.1 Minimum System Requirements to Run the Versa Ware Software

Versa Ware ISP software has been developed to run on operating systems such as Windows™ 98/2000/NT/XP. The
minimum system requirements to run the software are:

Versa Ware is compatible with universal USB serial adaptors for PCs and laptops that do not include serial ports. (Note
that operation may be slower when using an adaptor.)

To program the Versa 8051 VRS51x1xxx, devices, use the Versa Ware ISP software.

To install this, launch “Versa_Ware_ISP_xx_SETUP.exe” (xx is the revision number). Instructions on how to use the
software are included in the setup file.
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5.3 Configuring the Serial Communications Interface in Windows™ 98

For users with Windows 98™ or Me™ operating systems, please make sure the serial port is properly configured: Click on
the System icon in the Windows™ “control panel (Start > Settings > Control Panel > System), enter the System Properties
window and click on the COM Port for the ICP.

To program the Hex file into the device:

1. When the Versa Ware ISP starts, a connection between the ISP firmware and the MCU will be established
automatically. If this connection is not established, check the connections with the ISP interface, the supply, etc.

2. Click on Open and select <Open...> from the Action menu, or press <F2> to select the Hex file to be programmed
into the VRS51x1xxx.

Select <Options...> once programming is complete.

Click on <START> to erase and program the VRS51x1xxx, or press the <F5> key.
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Note: Following this process,, fewer steps will be required for additional programming. For instance, for a second file to be
loaded, only steps 2 and 4 need to be performed, or if programming another MCU, only steps 1 and 4 must be performed,
etc. (Configurations are saved between sessions.)

The most common causes of a misconnection between the Versa Ware ISP software and the ISP firmware are:
o Use of a crystal frequency that does not allow the supported communication speed
o A power supply or serial port misconnection

o A target device that does not contain the ISP firmware

6.1 Power Supply

The Versa In-Circuit Programmer module has the following power supply input requirements:

Voltage 6VDC (Min) to 9VDC(Max)
Current 45mA Standby / 70mA (programming)
Plug Type 2.1mm Female Plug (Center positive)

such power supplies with the In-Circuit Programmer may cause damage. Please verify the power supply’s specifications
before using it with the Versa-ICP.
